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F. Infinity -

That which Elijah prayed, when he both denounced the prophets of Baal and mocked their god, ought to be the goal and driving ambition of every believer, every preacher, and every church. 

“O, Lord, hear me, that this people may know that You are the Lord God.” (1 Kings 18:37)


Hezekiah’s prayer in Isaiah 37 echoes this goal: 

“Now therefore, O Lord our God, save us from his hand, that all the kingdoms of the earth may know that You are the Lord, You alone.” (Isa. 37:20)


Do we not want all people to know that the Lord our God is God indeed and that He alone is God? Let us ever pray that God the Holy Spirit will be pleased to use us to turn men and women away from idolatrous vanities of their corrupt imaginations,that they may fall down before the throne of the living God in reverent awe, faith, and adoration. 

God’s greatness is to be seen in those magnificent attributes of His being, which are essential to Him as God and distinguish Him from all His creatures. The two attributes we have studied (God’s independent self-existence and God’s immutability), along with this next attribute - God’s infinity - are attributes of God alone. 

He who is self-existent, immutable, and infinite is God. These three magnificent attributes of God are full of comfort for His children. 

The root word of infinity is “infinite” - meaning “endless, inexhaustible, immeasurable, or incalculable”. 

There is no limit to God whatsoever. God is infinite in His being, wisdom, power, holiness, justice, goodness, mercy, and truth. 

Infinity distinguishes God and sets Him apart from all His creatures. Man is finite. 

When finite man sins and rebels against the infinite God, it demands infinite satisfaction. That is why none but Christ, the Son of God, could make atonement for sin. Finite creatures can never render infinite satisfaction to the infinite God. That is the reason hell is eternal (Rev. 14:11a; Matt. 25:46). The sufferings of finite creatures in hell can never satisfy the offended justice of the infinite God. 

Here is the good news of the gospel for believers - Christ, the infinite God, our Savior, has rendered infinite satisfaction to God for our sins by His obedience and death in our nature, as our substitute before God (Contrast Ezek. 33:11 with Isa. 53:10). Therefore, all for whom satisfaction has been made must go free. 

 Complete atonement Christ has made;
The law’s demanded price He paid.
All that His people owed to God,
He satisfied by His own blood.

Christ Jesus my discharge procured;
The whole of wrath divine endured.
The law’s tremendous curse He bore;
Justice can never ask for more!!!
God alone is infinite. And God is infinite in all the attributes of His being. Everything that God is, is infinite. 

 God is Infinite in His Being.

God is spirit. He is everywhere with all His being at the same time (Jer. 23:24) [omnipresent]. His center is everywhere! (1 Kings 8:27) There is no place or space where God is not. (Psalm 139:7-10) 

Though God is in all places, yet He is undefiled - just as the sun shining on a dunghill is not defiled, nor its beauty spotted. 

Does not the scripture say that Cain went out from the presence of the Lord (Gen. 4:16)? 

This refers to his going out from the people of God, where God in a special manner manifested His sweet presence to His people. But Cain could not go out of God’s sight, for God, being infinite, is everywhere present. 

And since God is infinite and is everywhere present, this is devastating to the wicked. God is their enemy, and they cannot escape Him, nor flee from Him, for He is everywhere present. They are never out of His sight, nor out of His reach (read Psalm 21:8-9). What caves or places can men hide in, that God cannot find them? Go where they will, He is present (Ps. 139:7). If a man owes a debt to another, or is a criminal against the crown, he may make his escape and flee into another land, where the creditor cannot find him. But ... “Where can I go from Your Spirit? Or where can I flee from Your presence?” 

God is infinite. He is in all places, so that He will find out all His enemies and punish them. 

If God be infinite, filling heaven and earth, oh, what a full portion the saints have! They have Him, who is infinite, for their portion. (Psalm 16:5-6) 

What full satisfaction - for there can be no “want” in that which is infinite (Psalm 23:1). 

God is eternal. He is not limited by time. (Psalm 90:2; Job 36:26; Isa. 43:10; Psalm 102:27) Since God is immutable, He must always have been (i.e. no beginning) [Mal. 3:6a; Rom. 1:20] God is not bound by time. The infinite God is the One who inhabits eternity (Deut. 33:27a; 1 Tim. 1:17). God is not restricted, limited, constrained, pushed, or hindered by time. Time is His servant, not His master! He never gets in a hurry, never gets frustrated, is never pushed, and never changes. God is eternal and inhabits eternity. With Him is no beginning of days, nor end of life. 

 God is Infinite in His Wisdom.

God not only knows all that is actual but all that is possible (i.e. Matt. 11:21, 23). He knows what is, what will be, and what could be. It is not possible for God to “learn” anything. Nothing can be added to His knowledge. Read Psalm 147:4-5 and Isa. 40:28. God is omniscient (1 John 3:20b; Job 37:16). 

God’s infinite wisdom goes beyond His knowing all things. God’s wisdom means that God always chooses the best goals and the best means to those goals (Rom. 11:33; Eph. 3:10). 

What comfort comes from the knowledge of God’s infinite wisdom. If we are His children, we can know that He is working wisely in our lives, even today, to bring us into greater conformity to the image of Christ. 

God is infinitely wise, and we are not. It pleases Him when we have faith to trust His wisdom, even when we do not understand what He is doing. 

 God is Infinite in His Power.

“Is anything too hard for the Lord?” (Gen. 18:14) He is God Almighty. “With God nothing will be impossible.” (Luke 1:37) [ See also Matt. 19:26] When speaking of the infinite power of God, we are referring to His omnipotence. 

“Alleluia! For the Lord God Omnipotent reigns!” (Rev. 19:6) 

 God is Infinite in All His Attributes.

God is infinite in His holiness. God is infinite in all the attributes of His being. 

Do you see the unsearchable greatness of our God? 

He is infinite, immense and incomprehensible. The heavens cannot contain Him, much less our puny minds. God measures all things; but He is measured by none. We know Him through faith in Christ, but our ignorance far outweighs our knowledge. God is too big for our brains. No creature can ever begin to fully comprehend the infinite God. In heaven’s glory we will know God in perfection, but even then we will not know Him perfectly, fully, and comprehensively. One glory of heaven will be the saints’ ever increasing knowledge of our great infinite God. 

Let us adore what we cannot fathom. There are many wonders and mysteries in the universe which we cannot fathom, and yet we stand in awe. Let us adore the infinite God who is unsearchable and knows no limits. 

Read Rom. 11:33-36!
