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And not only that, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received the reconciliation.     (Rom. 5:11) 
 Let us worship our great and glorious God today and express it in all that we say and do.  As certain flowers in the creation continually face the sun, let us continually look unto the Son - Jesus, the life-giving Vine.   May we flee all manner of worthless endeavors and snares and pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience (endurance), and gentleness - fighting the good fight of faith - that we might be vessels fit for the Master's use in building up the body tomorrow.

Our highest privilege and sweetest joy is (as Rom. 5:11 states above) in God Himself  ... "we rejoice in God."   God Himself is our present portion!   Even greater rest than the soft pillow upon which I lay my head after a tiring and hard day, is the rest of this precious truth in my mind - where I can whisper to my reconciled God ... "Oh, Abba, Father ... I am yours and You are mine." 

Oh believer, rejoice in God. 

Rejoice in Him because He is omniscient.  Are you not glad that God knows all your past history?   He has witnessed all your ungodliness of hand, tongue, and heart.   This grants us confidence that the great Savior that He has sent for our cause is fitting for us indeed!     We would want a physician who completely understood our case, so he could probe to the bottom of every symptom and know for certain he has completely rid our body of the disease... not one who "hopes" he got it all.  Our Great Physician knows completely our indwelling corruptions.   He knows completely the need and He steps forward proclaiming, "I am able," and then, "It is finished!"  Yes, He is able to perfect forever and give us life abundantly. 

Rejoice in Him because He is almighty. Let us admire YHWH's power.  His hand that guides the earth in its orbit and directs the path of the thunderbolt, is the hand that holds us securely.  The wrath of almighty God is a fearsome truth and when He is roused up to destroy, who can stand? Yet, in Christ, we abide under the shadow of our reconciled God and whisper... "Oh, Abba, Father ... I am yours and You are mine." 

Rejoice in Him because He is just.  As long as we are not reconciled to God through Jesus Christ, the justice of God is terrible for us - for it is pledged to destroy us.  But ...oh, bless the Lord, o my soul, I have been granted a perfect righteousness in the life and death of my glorified Lord!   We who are justified have borne all the penalties deserved - in His death.  In His life, we have fulfilled all the demands of holy law.   The heavens are not pure in God's sight, but in Christ, we are pure and can fellowship with our reconciled God and whisper ... "Oh, Abba, Father ... I am yours and You are mine." 

Rejoice in Him because He is love.  Believers, let us rejoice in His love toward us - in His past love - in His present love - and in His love which is to come.   Let us remember that when we were children of wrath, God first loved us.  When we were lying in our blood, God had compassion and said, "Live!"   How wonderful that God should have sought us when we were seeking sin!  O, the love of Christ who shed His blood for us when we saw no beauty in Him to desire Him!    How wonderful that God sheds His love upon us even now.  We are accepted in the Beloved and received as sons, despite the fact that we are not yet glorified.  We live in the love of God.   And to think of that day when we will be in His very manifest presence and bask in the joy of His love for eternity.  What will it be to recline on the bosom of the God who is love and whisper ...

"Oh, Abba, Father ... I am yours and You are mine"
